Book Review: Growing Up Moonta,
Kristin Weidenbach

Growing up Moonta is a social history of
Moonta, told through the childhood reminis-
cences of the author’s father,

Neil, and interviews with many town identi-
ties such as Ivan Oates and Ben Simms and
other long-term residents.

It covers the history of Moonta from the
1860s to the 1960s, focusing particularly on
the 1930s and ‘40s when the author’s father
was a boy and when Moonta was re-
configuring itself after the closure of its fa-
mous copper mines.

The history of the Town Hall clock, Queen’s
Square, Victoria Park, and iconic George
Street businesses such as Roach’s butcher
shop (recently the Henry on George café and
now Taste the Yorke), the former billiard
saloon (now Stephen Stock's second hand
shop) and the Foodland supermarket are
covered in the book.

Although the book is specifically set in Moon-
ta, the stories within its pages relate the uni-
versal customs and traditions of any Australi-
an country town in the 1930s and '40s—the
butchers chopping meat at the back of their
horse and cart, and women competing on
Mondays to hang their washing on the line
first.

On the heels of the recent addition of Moon-
ta Mines to Australia’s National Heritage List,
it seems a pertinent time to celebrate
Moonta’s proud and unique heritage. The
announcement came just in time for inclu-

Grants benefit Moonta community

A good number of Moonta groups are
now able to improve their facilities
thanks to this year’s Copper Coast Coun-
cil Community Grants.

The Moonta sub branch of the RSL will
use $3752 to replace emergency exit
lights and the kitchen doors of their
clubrooms in George Street.

Victoria Park on Milne Terrace will have a
couple of better pathways thanks to a
grant of $5000. The Friends group will
also beautify the pathways by replacing
old and dead trees along the pathways.

The Vietnam Veterans Association which
is located on Military Road has been allo-
cated $4310 to install solar panels.

Repairs to the Scout hall costing $5000
will be undertaken at Moonta Scouts. The
building structure will be reinforced and
cladding put on the front of the hall.

The Embroiderers Guild (Copper Triangle
branch) has $1690 to display their beauti-
ful quilt in the Moonta Town Hall supper
rooms which is where they meet and
create on alternate Mondays.

Another band of creative people also ben-
efitted from this year’s grants. The North-
ern Yorke Peninsula Art Group received
$850 to replace old art room tables in
their working art gallery. The art room
and gallery is at the back of the Uniting
Church in Robert Street and the new ta-
bles will be a welcome addition.

A second-hand tractor driven grass slash-
er costing $2000 will help the Moonta
Dirt Bike Club keep the weeds down and
make the site safer.

The grants will be matched dollar for dol-
lar, mostly through in-kind labour to
complete the projects, so there will be
some extra busy volunteers working over
the next twelve months to improve our
community.
