Friends of Port Hughes news 
Update on memorial for sailors lost at sea 

Since the formation of a working group 
there has been significant progress - a list 
of the names of those lost at sea has been 
compiled, donations of material and la-
bour have been received and the Friends 
of Port Hughes have begun fund raising. 

Donations have been sought from key 
bodies, and several social clubs have indi-
cated their support and are likely to make 
donations. 

Options for grant funding from local and 
state governments will also be explored. 

Terry Logan, the project’s instigator, is 
meeting with Council staff at the end of 
November to ascertain what support 
Council will give – having previously re-
solved to support the concept.
